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Fuel Tax Increase Advances

This week, both the House and Senate further advanced legislation that would raise Iowa's motor fuel excise tax by 10 cents per gallon.  SF 257 and HF 351 were approved by the Senate Ways and Means Committee by a vote of 8-6, and the House Ways and Means Committee by a vote of 13-12.   In order to move the legislation through committee, Speaker of the House Kraig Paulsen replaced two members of the Ways and Means Committee who were unwilling to support the measure.  Both bills are expected to be debated on the floor next week and, if approved, sent to the Governor.
