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Legislature Sends First Bill to the Governor

This week, the legislature sent its first bill to the Governor.  Senate File 126 passed both the Senate and House unanimously.  The bill updates Iowa law to conform to certain tax provisions of the federal code.    The most significant tax cut in Senate File 126 allows small businesses to expense (instead of depreciate) the first $500,000 of equipment cost (known as Section 179 expensing). 
The bill does not couple with the federal provision for 50 percent bonus depreciation for both individual and corporate income tax for assets acquired in 2014.

Additionally, SF 126 includes the following credits:

1. Deduction of up to $250 for out-of-pocket expenses for teachers 
1. Research and Activities credit
1. Tuition and fees deduction for higher education expenses 
1. Election to deduct state sales/use tax in lieu of state income tax as an itemized deduction 
1. Deduction for mortgage insurance premiums as deductible qualified residence interest 
1. Nontaxable IRA transfers to eligible charities 

Once the Governor officially receives the legislation, he has three days to take action.
